Hinweise zum Unterricht

Da im Vorkurs Schilerinnen und Schiiler zusammen kommen, die aus unterschiedlichen
Klassen stammen, ist es schwierig, Aufgaben zu finden, die fir alle Schilerinnen und Schi-
ler gleich anspruchsvoll sind.

wahlt wird.
